The ATR Il APT/Legion Clinic Buprenorphine program offers daily Buprenorphine medication and counseling
services within our methadone maintenance treatment program. Clients are initially required to present daily for
medication and weekly for counseling. Services offered include substance abuse group and individual
counseling, case management, mental health, vocational and primary care. Clients who are enrolled in the
Buprenorphine program are eligible for up to 1 year of treatment paid by ATR and are eligible to transfer to
ongoing maintenance treatment with APT including methadone, Buprenorphine, or non-medication outpatient
treatment options.
