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Suspension of Plan to Move GA BHP Provider Remittances to an Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) Process
In response to the recent passage of the National Healthcare Reform Legislation and the announcement by Governor Rell related to the plan to transfer coverage of SAGA recipients to Medicaid, DMHAS has announced that it will suspend its plan to implement the use of electronic funds transfer (EFT) for payment of GA Behavioral Health Program (GA BHP) provider remittances by June 2, 2010.
The plan to implement an EFT process (also known as ACH, or Automated Clearing House services) for GA Recovery Supports Program (GA RSP) supported recovery house and shelter providers will continue as planned.  Beginning Tuesday, June 28, 2010, all remittances for GA RSP supported recovery house and shelter providers will be made using the EFT process.  RSP supported recovery house and shelter providers will still need to complete the Authorization Agreement for EFT form and return it to Advanced Behavioral Health, Inc. (ABH®) no later than April 28, 2010.  The Authorization Agreement for EFT form is available through the GA BHP resource page at the ABH® website at www.abhct.com.
